ORDINANCE 2009-02

The City Clerk read the title of Ordinance 2009-02.

ORDINANCE 2009-02
AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY OF MARY ESTHER, FLORIDA PROVIDING THAT THE CODE OF ORDINANCES, CITY OF MARY ESTHER, amending ORDINANCE NUMBER 89-08 AND ALL OTHER ORDINANCE(S) THAT ARE IN CONFLICT WITH THIS ORDINANCE; PRESCRIBING REGULATIONS FOR VEHICULAR TRAFFIC AND PARKING.  WHEREIN SUCH CHAPTER, 14.5, PROVIDES FOR REGULATING VEHICULAR TRAFFIC AND PARKING WITHIN PUBLIC AND PRIVATE PARKING AREAS; PROVIDING FOR DEFINITIONS; PROVIDING FOR PROHIBITION OF STOPPING, STANDING, OR PARKING IN SPECIFIED PLACES; prohibits the  USE OF PARKING VIOLATION TICKETS TO DECEIVE or impede a law enforcement officer ; PROVIDING FOR PRIMA FACIE EVIDENCE OF LIABILITY; PROVIDING FOR ENFORCEMENT; PROVIDING FOR PENALTIES OF VIOLATIONS; PROVIDING FOR PAYMENT OF FINES AND PENALTIES; PROVIDING FOR DISPOSITION OF RECEIPTS; PROVIDING FOR IMPOUNDING VEHICLES FOR FAILURE TO PAY FINES; PROVIDING FOR SEVERABILITY; PROVIDING FOR CONFLICT; AND PROVIDING FOR AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

Cmbr. Stearns made a motion to approve the second and final reading of Ordinance 2009-02, seconded by Cmbr. Crews.

ORDINANCE 2010-01
The City Clerk read the title of Ordinance 2010-01.

ORDINANCE 2010-01

AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY OF MARY ESTHER, FLORIDA PROVIDING THAT THE CODE OF ORDINANCES, CITY OF MARY ESTHER, FLORIDA AMEND ORDINANCE 90-17 BY CHANGING SECTION 2 FROM “CHAPTER 775” OF THE FLORIDA STATE STATUTES TO CHAPTER 877.20-25 OF THE FLORIDA STATE STATUTES; PROVIDING FOR DEFINITIONS; REVISING PENALTIES; PROVIDING FOR NON-APPLICATION; AND PROVIDING FOR AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

Cmbr. Crowder made a motion to approve the first reading of Ordinance 2010-01, seconded by Cmbr. Stearns.


Mayor Bolton called for discussion.  Cmbr. Stearns said he had a question for the City Attorney and referred to Section 2 in Chapter 39, handling of child abuse.  Mr. Dykes said that Law Enforcement Officers try to contact parents and are unable or the parents refuse to pick up the child could be considered as child abuse or neglect.  Chapter 39 dealt with the handling of minors.  Mr. Dykes said that if the Law Enforcement Officer was unable to take the minor to their residence, Law Enforcement Officers may not be sure of how to act upon.  Mr. Dykes said that he and the City Manager could review and report back to the Council.  Cmbr. Stearns had concern that this may institute a major change; Mr. Dykes said it could if the Council opted to go beyond and delve in deeper.  Mrs. Oler suggested removing the Section 2 and leave Chapter 39 which entails all regarding the minor.

There was no further discussion; Mayor Bolton called for the vote.
