FOR RESIDENTIAL BUILDING HEIGHT FOR BUILDINGS LOCATED IN SPECIAL FLOOD 
HAZARD AREAS; LAND DEVELOPMENT CODE (LDC), ARTICLE 7.15.01.H, ADDING SPECIFIC 
HEIGHT CRITERIA; PROVIDING FOR AUTHORITY; PROVIDING FOR ESTABLISHMENT; 
PROVIDING FOR SEVERABILITY; PROVIDING FOR REPEAL; AND PROVIDING FOR AN 
EFFECTIVE DATE. 


Cmbr. Crews made a motion to approve the second and final reading of Ordinance 2008-01, seconded by 
Cmbr.

Mayor McLemore called for discussion.  Cmbr. Gentile said she had a question and referred to the filling 
of property.  Cmbr. Gentile asked Mr. Bradley to verify that by approving this height in special flood hazard areas 
did not give people the right to fill the dirt on their property up to 16 feet.  Mr. Bradley confirmed.  Cmbr. Gentile 
asked if something could be stated in this Ordinance about limiting fill dirt.  Mr. Bradley said that the amount of 
fill would be covered in another section of the Land Development Code; the actual building criteria was located in 
another section of the codes.  Mayor McLemore said the Council would be addressing that in the future.  Mr. 
Conerly said that Staff has been asked to look at the fill dirt issue and by doing this the public has been given 
notice that there may be new criteria coming out for the determination of fill.
