MINUTES APPROVAL

Cmbr. Crowder made a motion to approve the minutes from the 02-22-10 Special Legislative Meeting, seconded by Cmbr. Stearns.


There being no discussion, Mayor Pro Tem Stearns called for the vote.

ELLIOTT PARK TENNIS COURT FENCING BID AWARD
Cmbr. Griffin made a motion to accept the low bidder, per CDBG Grant stipulations, for the Elliott Park Tennis Court Fencing Bid to Perimeter Fence and Deck of Thomasville, Ga., the lowest bid received, for the amount of $8,781.54, which includes shipping and handling, seconded by Cmbr. Crowder.


Mayor Pro Tem Stearns called for discussion.  Cmbr. Crowder asked about the bids received and noted that one of them had been stricken through and adjusted (handwritten), yet it really did not matter since that bid was not the lowest.  Mrs. Oler explained that Lowe’s gave a discount and were unable to change it in their computer; that was how their sealed bid was opened.

Cmbr. Sykes said that it was difficult to decipher the different bids because of the different formats.  Cmbr. Sykes suggested that the City may want to look at having a standard format for future bid submittals; it would be easier to review and decipher.  Cmbr. Crowder said the bid was for materials only and that the City was providing the labor.

There was no further discussion; Mayor Pro Tem Stearns called for the vote.

ORDINANCE 2010-05 – REVISE ORD. 90-1 LDC PARKING REQUIREMENTS


The City Clerk read the title of Ordinance 2010-05.

ORDINANCE 2010-05
AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY OF MARY ESTHER, FLORIDA, PROVIDING FOR AMENDMENT OF ORDINANCE 90-1 LAND DEVELOPMENT CODE (LDC), ARTICLE 8.05.03.C., PARKING SPACE REQUIREMENTS; PROVIDING FOR SEVERABILITY; PROVIDING FOR CONFLICT; AND PROVIDING FOR AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

Cmbr. Sykes made a motion to approve the first reading of Ordinance 2010-05, amending Ordinance 90-1, Land Development Code (LDC) Parking Requirements, seconded by Mayor Pro Tem Stearns.


Cmbr. Crowder said the parking space requirement change was not reflected in the title of the Ordinance.  Mrs. King stated that the detail of the change, going from 5 parking spaces per 1,000 square feet to 3 parking spaces per 1,000 square feet was defined within the actual body of the Ordinance.  Mr. Dykes specified that the parking space requirements were tied to the square footage; the Ordinance was taking the one parking space per 200 square feet and changing it to one parking space per 333 square feet, which was the same as changing 3 spaces to 5 spaces per 1,000 square feet.

Mayor Pro Tem Stearns asked if there was any further discussion; there being none, he called for the vote.
