MINUTES APPROVAL: Minutes from the 02-22-10 Workshop, 03-31-10 Legislative, 03-09-10 Public Hearing, 03-29-10 Special Legislative, 03-29-10 Workshop, and 04-05-10 Legislative Meetings.

6.
EMPLOYEES

a. FINANCIAL AUDIT FOR FY 08/09 (Carr, Riggs & Ingram Accountant)


Mr. Alan Jowers is a partner with Chad Branson at Carr, Riggs & Ingram. He introduced himself, gave some of his background, and explained that Bruce was out of town. Mr. Jowers said he hoped to keep his presentation to less than 15 minutes. There were high spots on the report, along with a “clean” opinion from an independent auditor. The fair results of the City were laid out in the first few pages. Pages 2 through 8 gave all the information the Council needed. Page 2 showed the City’s equity was up 3%, and total revenue was up 15%. The Water and Sewer rate increase helped. Page 4 showed the City in two categories – General Government and Water/Sewer. The results were representative of expectations for a mature City. There was a modest increase. Page 31 showed investments. The investment typically went down, but when the bonds were refinanced the City saved. Page 34 at the bottom showed that the bonds refinanced from 1996 were able to be lowered to around $200,000.00. Page 39 showed Fixed Assets. Adjustments, constructions and suggestions were located in the middle of page 40. Equity was never adjusted to prior year equity. Once adjusted correctly, the City was shown to be in a better financial state than previously suggested. 



Mr. Jowers said one person should not have the authorization to do all the financial responsibilities such as doing check signing and bank statement reconciliation. He suggested the City delegate some of those responsibilities or add another person. He acknowledged small organizations needed accounting firms to put together financial statements. Cmbr. Crowder asked if it had always been done that way. Cmbr. Stearns said it had been worse years ago in the middle 90’s. Mr. Jowers suggested having someone else open bank statements to check on things. Make sure Mr. Rausch takes vacations, which was affirmed. Mr. Branson also said he had spoken with the City Manager previously and they had taken extra steps to avoid conflict before the audit had been completed. Due to the loss of the previous Financial Director, responsibilities had been shifted to cover the loss as the Staff struggled to adjust. Mayor Bolton asked if anyone could step into the Financial Director’s position should something happen. The City Manager and City Clerk confirmed that Mr. Rausch was keeping them in the loop with his duties. The Finance Staff have been integrated into his job, and what happened previously could not occur again. Mr. Jowers said to keep in mind these were merely suggestions. Cmbr. Sykes asked if other cities were preparing their own financial statements. Mr. Jowers reviewed the steps and explained they also audit with O’Sullivan Creel, another CPA firm, whose intent was to audit the work done by CR&I on the City’s behalf. 


Mayor Pro Tem Stearns noted the comments made in the Fixed Assets section and asked if there were any guidelines for the City Manager and Finance Director when fixed assets should be put in. Mr. Jowers said yes. Cmbr. Crowder asked them to recommend procedures to the management. Mrs. Oler said Mr. Branson and Mr. Rausch have a plan in place and Ms. Hodge has been instructed to grab certain items, or “flag” them for the Finance Director. 


Cmbr. Sykes asked the state of the City. Mr. Jowers said the City was in pretty good financial shape. He referred to the balance sheet in the audit. Close to 3 million dollars in cash and annual expenditures were 2 million dollars. The City has more cash and investments on hand than expenditures. Some things could be affected by the economy, but the spending for the City was appropriate. The City was at or less than budget, according to page 43. There was no financial emergency for the City of Mary Esther, although smaller districts were in trouble with property values, etcetera declining. The City was not. Mr. Branson said the maturity of the area is what helped the City. Mayor Bolton and the Council and thanked the auditors for their work.

b. USE OF CREDIT CARDS FOR UTILITY BILLING (City Manager)

 Mrs. Oler said she’d brought before the Council, the idea of using credit cards for water bills at the last Workshop meeting. Cmbr. Stearns had asked for a poll to be conducted, which showed an enormous amount of interest in the City offering credit card payment services. 

Darcy Fingers with Transaction One in Destin presented the Council with a spreadsheet and explained the services her company would provide. The convenience fees were discussed, with the amount being set at $2.00 per transaction conducted with a credit card of any type. The national average for fees was $5.00. Equipment and support was included at no extra charge. Fees would only apply to individuals using cards. Mayor Pro Tem Stearns wanted to be sure the minimum was being charged, he didn’t want to make money off the fees; the fees should cover the cost of the program, allowing the City to break even. Mrs. Kestner said the program was already available in the current Black Mountain Software system to recognize credit card payments; no other program would need to be purchased. Mayor Pro Tem Stearns asked if the City should set up another bank account strictly for the credit card payments. Ms. Fingers said it was up to the Council. At the end of the day, the close out would report how much was there. On the 1st of the month, the company would withdraw the fees. Cmbr. Sykes asked how Transaction One made its money. Ms. Fingers explained they made literally nickels and pennies on each transaction. The purpose of this additional benefit was for the residents. Her company would also provide a website for the resident to pay online. Mayor Pro Tem Stearns asked if it was secure. Ms. Fingers said yes, as long as our internet was secured, everything was secure. Transaction One uses a 2nd party called Systems East to process the payments. Only the last 4 digits of any card are shown. The way it would work was the user would be charged $2.00 on top of any bill; say $50.00. $52.00 would be charged to the card, with $50.00 going to the bill and $2.00 going for the fee. Online users will check a box to use two transactions; City and Express Pay. Mayor Bolton asked how to approve this request. Mrs. Oler said if the consensus of the Council was yes, it would not need to go to the Legislative. The Council agreed to start using the method with a $2.00 convenience fee, effective June 1st.

BUSINESS ASSOCIATES

a. WASTEWATER PERMIT APPLICATION/TASK ORDER (Amir Zafar/Rich Esser)


Mr. Rich Esser introduced himself. Mr. Esser said the last permit renewal was in 2006. He said the permits expire every 4 years, and explained the process and description of task renewal. Mayor Pro Tem Stearns verified that this was a recurring thing and must be renewed no matter what. Mr. Esser affirmed. The renewal cost would be $12,000 which was the same amount as four years ago. The City pays for renewal itself and any labs or tests needed, and the application must be to the Department of Environmental Protection by June 20, 2010. Mayor Pro Tem Stearns said the amount had been planned and budgeted for, and it would have to be done.

b. CDBG CONTRACTOR (H&T) EXTENSION OF CONTRACT (Rich Esser)



Mr. Esser said Lift Station 2 was near completion. Gulf Power needed to bring electricity to the station and hoped that would occur within the week. Lift Station 1 was 60% complete. Lift Station 3 would begin later in the week or the beginning of the following week. The contractor asked for a 91 day extension, but Mr. Esser felt that 60 days would be more likely and would approve of that. Cmbr. Sykes asked if the extension would cost the City any more money. Mr. Esser said no. He reiterated that he believed 60 days would be more than enough time. The Council approved of the extension for 60 days going forward to the Legislative Meeting.

CONTRACT PERSONNEL

a. OMI WATER & WASTEWATER UPDATE (Dave Coup)



Mr. Coup provided a packet for the Council. Mr. Coup said budget vs. repairs were in line with dollar amounts. He would be doing infrared studies next week. He explained the process of using thermal cameras and indentifying hot spots that could lead to leaks in the future. Mr. Coup’s department had gone 2300 days without injury and won a 2nd place safety award; they will also be featured in a company magazine. There were 127 door hangars issued last month, 36 were shut off orders were issued. Mr. Coup said they would be watching the 8” water line at Doolittle Blvd as the contractors completed construction on the roundabout areas. The pipe was only 18” below the pavement. Mr. Coup thought it would be a good idea to cover the pipe with a foam material to protect it; the Post Office would be affected if the line broke. Repair parts were ready to go should something happen. 


There was a leaking fire hydrant on Kohler that has been an issue for years. Most of the leaking hydrants have been replaced. At that time, the hydrant was only leaking ½ a gallon per minute and now the hydrant was leaking 2-3 gallons per minute. The issue was with a concrete asbestos pipe. Mr. Coup stated they must have training to attempt any repairs to the pipe. Chainsaws could not be used; the pipe must stay wet to prevent the fibers from becoming airborne. Mr. Coup was trying to find a contractor to do the pipe replacement. There was another hydrant on North Street with the same issue. He’s wording with the City Manager to find out if there is any grant money to cover the cost of repairing the pipes. The area must be tested every 7 years. The EPA required this testing. 


Cmbr. Stearns said he was checking the numbers in Mr. Coup’s provided packet and wanted to know the difference with pump water and metered water. Mr. Coup said it was detailed and he would need to explain it. Cmbr. Stearns said he would get back with him at a later date. The Council thanked Mr. Coup.

a. CHANGE MAY 31ST WORKSHOP MEETING DATE (City Clerk)


Mrs. King reminded the Council that Monday, May 31st, the last Monday of the month fell on Memorial Day. Mrs. King asked the Council if the regular Workshop Meeting could be rescheduled to May 24th.  The Council was in agreement.

b. RECOMMENDATION FROM CODE ENFORCEMENT BOARD (CEB Chairman Steve McClung/Mr. Bradley)


Mr. Mike Caluda, the CEB Vice-Chairman was present to answer any questions if necessary; Chairman McClung was unable to attend. Mr. Bradley stated this was his first time approaching the Council concerning 390 Brian Circle. The CEB recommended that the City Council hire a professional lawn contractor, professional and licensed exterminator, and a professional pool maintenance contractor to bring the property into compliance and maintain the property. Mr. Bradley explained that the Board issued this Order 1 on April 6, 2010 and that this was only a recommendation; he noted that the only violation before the Board had been the front yard area only. Expected costs would be $80-$120 first time yard maintenance and $60-$80 monthly thereafter, $50-$60 first time pool service and $40-$50 monthly thereafter, and $329 for an exterminator to do a 2 week trap/remove process or $894 for the 2 week trap/remove process with monthly service for a year. Mr. Bradley stated that the initial issue before the Board was yard maintenance but the reason the CEB added protection was that there were safety issues.  Later in the year other situations arose and cited Florida Statute162; the Board agreed that there was a safety threat.  The CEB couldn’t allocate funds only the City Council could. Mr. Bradley said he rode by the property on 4/8/10 and the yard had been mysteriously mowed and in his opinion brought the property into compliance. Mr. Bradley said the Board had said to send the order out; he had not because he had seen that the property was in compliance and he was going to close the case; it was a foreclosure property and it was very hard to get people to assume responsibility. Mr. Bradley said he had worked with the owner over the phone for many months speaking weekly promising to make arrangements.  Once the negotiating stopped, he started sending hearing notices to the owner; he said there were some technicalities he did that drug out this issue and got those rectified. Mr. Bradley said he sent the Order to the individual on April 20, 2010 and according to F.S. 162 we should give the respondent ample time to comply with the Order. Mr. Bradley said he probably did not make it clear to the Board that we needed to update the dates and time; he wanted to rescind the Order with the current dates and give 10 days to bring the property into compliance.  If the dates were changed, that would make the new date for compliance May 11, 2010; fines would start May 12, 2010. Mayor Bolton said that it was his understanding that the Inspector made recommendations to the Board and the Board could accept, change or reject the recommendation and go the direction their wisdom dictated. Mr. Bradley affirmed. Mayor Bolton asked to hear from the Board itself and invited Mr. Caluda to speak. 



Mr. Mike Caluda, 6 Sleep Hollow, said it was a complicated case. The house had two violations going on over a year. The simple of the two violations was the grass. An unknown person came around and cut the yard; although they did a terrible job and the Board was unhappy with the appearance, it was indeed cut. The house itself was in foreclosure and vacant; it was to be returned to Countrywide Mortgage but has been sitting in limbo. Mr. Caluda said the CEB had tried to enforce the codes due to the worry of vermin, snakes and insects. The CEB felt it was an issue to take on as a City. Mr. Caluda felt there may be even more foreclosures in the future, and he wouldn’t want to live next to an infested house himself. 


Mrs. Jolene Hamilton, 351 Brian Circle, said the house had been empty for two years. She didn’t know who cut the lawn, but it was not any of her neighbors. She mentioned that she thought the City had mowed the lawn and she had just discovered at tonight’s meeting that it wasn’t. She expressed her worry over the pool in the backyard last year and thought the City had covered the pool. She had gone into the backyard recently and the pool was black; her concern was if a small child fell into that water - no one would ever know it. She mentioned that there had been snakes killed in the yard that she had personally disposed of and roaches all over the house. She also said the neighborhood was too nice for this house to bring it down. Mrs. Hamilton pleaded with the Council to get the owners involved to fix the house.



Mr. Matthew Dillon, 301 Brian Circle, said he echoed the previous speaker’s thoughts, and said the problem had existed beyond two years. He believed the pool to be a health and safety issue. He questioned the ability of the CEB being able to put a lien on the property to invigorate the violators to action. He said the City wouldn’t be out its fees, one of the requirements to sell the house would be for the CEB fees to be paid. He again requested the City to put liens on the property. 



Cmbr. Stearns said there had been yards in the past with vermin. He mentioned going to the Health Department and was informed snakes were not a health issue, but rodents were. Cmbr. Stearns said he had not been aware of the problem with this property and felt Mr. Bradley had kept everything under wraps. He said the pool issue was unbeknownst to him and he agreed that the issue was a scary one. A pool with stagnant putrid water that was growing mosquitoes and who knew what else was definitely a dangerous health issue and felt the Health Department would get involved with that. Cmbr. Stearns said the City had put a lien on a property before and the City Attorney was able to put a lien on that property to be resolved with the sale of the house. He felt the Council should take the advice of the CEB and take care of the issues with 390 Brian Circle by putting a lien on the property with the City paying for all extermination and yard maintenance, and recouping the costs when the property was sold. 
Mr. Dykes explained the lien process and how it would work for this situation. He mentioned that this state of disrepair was very common for houses that had been foreclosed on and getting the banks to take any responsibility was always difficult. Mayor Bolton mentioned that Margaret McLemore, the previous mayor and a neighbor of this property, had been forced to kill three poisonous snakes on their own property that were believed to have come from the vacant property. He felt the City should begin implementing the fine the City’s Ordinances allowed which was $250.00 a day; this amount would have begun accumulating since the 20th of April and would at some point catch the interest of whoever was responsible for the property and hopefully, would decide it was in their best interest to resolve the issues. Mayor Bolton felt either way the City would regain its funds either at the sale of the house or the sale at the foreclosure auction. Mr. Caluda said they could implement the $250.00 per day fine as well as a $240.00 admin fee when the Council agreed to use the dates suggested by Mr. Bradley. Mayor Bolton said those dates were a suggestion only and the Council did not need to agree on that. Mr. Bradley said the way he understood the Statutes, the letters they’d been receiving were already out of date. He needed the authorization for the new dates to begin the daily fines. Cmbr. Stearns verified that Mr. Bradley was looking for a new start date. Mr. Bradley affirmed. Mayor Bolton said he didn’t think that was wise. 


Mayor Bolton began a presentation of photographs he had taken during the day of 390 Brian Circle. He wanted to point out exactly what was in violation to the Council for a better understanding of the issues involved. Mr. Bradley immediately said anything in the rear yard should not be shown. He said he’d already started action and proceedings on the issues in the back yard. He said he could not go into the backyard unless the gate was open. Mayor Bolton said he understood and began his presentation. Mr. Bradley again said he could not go into a backyard unless the gate was open, and at today’s date the gate was closed. Mr. Dykes said there would be conflict with the case if rear yard pictures were shown. Mayor Bolton assured the Council there were no rear yard pictures. He discussed the requirements the CEB asked of the property, which were not being acted on. Mayor Bolton felt the CEB was not following up on its recommendations in a proper manner. The pictures were referenced, which the Mayor felt showed the issues in question. Mrs. Hamilton commented on one of the pictures showing the overgrowth of the yard onto the sidewalk, saying she could not walk passed the house on the sidewalk due to the weeds. The weeds were estimated to be around two feet tall. The lawn had been mowed two days previously, according to the Code Enforcement investigator. Mayor Bolton determined the house was completely out of compliance and referenced more photos of the house. He also began to show other properties out of compliance. Cmbr. Stearns said these photos had nothing to do with the current case and did not need to be shown. Mayor Bolton showed a few more photos before ending his presentation. 


Mayor Bolton felt the City had an obligation to its Citizens. Usually the issues go before the CEB and then the Council, but the Council didn’t need to always wait for the CEB to address a property. Mayor Bolton said properties not in compliance bring down the value of the houses around it as well as the neighborhoods. He said property values must be protected. The City needed to actively enforce Ordinances; if not, why have ordinances. Mayor Bolton said resetting the clock after two years is not necessary. He wanted the property safe, do the lien, pay the money, proceed forward and support the Ordinances and Citizens. 


Mrs. Oler asked where the City would fall in the order of getting its money back. Mr. Dykes said the issue was with the foreclosure itself. The bank could re-file and list the City as an inferior lien holder, which would make it second in line for any money. If the property sold, the bank would get their money first. He felt it was a gamble. Mr. Dykes would check into municipality priority. Normally the bank would be the superior lien holder, allowing the bank to get paid first; the City’s money would not be guaranteed. Mr. and Mrs. Weeks would need to be prosecuted individually. Mr. Dykes said he would look into it and give the Council a definite answer within a couple of days. 


Mayor Bolton said he added up the startup costs for the maintenance of the property and estimated it to be around $500.00 with a monthly maintenance charge of $100.00. At $1150.00 a week in fines, someone would notice and rectify the situation. Mayor Bolton asked what it would cost the City when a snake killed a child and a lawsuit was brought against it. 


Cmbr. Sykes verified the plan was to maintain the pool and exterminate vermin. She asked if the owners had been notified that there would be people accessing the backyard. Mayor Bolton affirmed. Mr. Caluda was supportive of that course of action, but wondered if a pool could even be maintained without electricity. There was some discussion on draining the pool. Mayor Bolton said the house was unlocked a lot of the time and the Okaloosa County Sheriff’s Department has had to chase vagrants out of the house. He had seen the gate opened several times and had seen over the fence into the backyard from Former Mayor McLemore’s backyard, which showed the door and gate wide open. As the City Council, Mayor Bolton said they needed to follow the CEB’s recommendation and clean up the house. Cmbr. Stearns asked the City Attorney if he would have lien procedures soon. Mr. Dykes said he would have the answer by the Legislative Meeting. Cmbr. Griffin asked about the date the case was first brought to the Investigator’s attention and asked if it was meant to be 2008 instead of 2009. He verified that the year the Weeks’ moved out was two years ago. When confirmed, Cmbr. Griffin asked why the Council only had the 2009 information. Mrs. Hamilton said maybe that was the date the Council had been informed of the property’s issues, but that was not the date of the beginning of violation. 


After moving to carry forward to the Legislative Meeting, Mayor Bolton also reminded the Council that there was no enforcement for response in situations like this, and asked the City Manager to find a higher authority for the Code Enforcement Officer. He mentioned using the County or exploring additional certification or credentials for the investigator to give him the authority to enforce the Ordinances the Council had passed. There needed to be a way to keep these types of things from happening month after month on a continuous basis. On his 20 minute picture taking quest that afternoon, Mayor Bolton said he’d taken pictures of all the infractions he had personally known about for the last two or more years with none being taken care of.

Other sources being looked for, but there were no options yet. District 3 was anticipating a $300 million loss. Major projects pushed back in Walton, Okaloosa and Santa Rosa Counties.
